➢ Endeavour to use activities that are fun  

➢ Make every effort to keep players safe  

➢ Aspire to improve their coaching

Safety Education  
We’re excited to announce that the new Level 1 Sports Trainer course will be released on 1 November 2025. The 

course has been redesigned following extensive consultation with internal and external stakeholders.  

 With a focus on improving education quality and effectiveness, this course will reduce the face -to-face training time 

from 1.5 days to 1 day to better respect the time of our valued volunteers.  

 

What does this mean for Sports Trainers?  

The process to become accredited as a Level 1 Sports Trainer will change slightly.   Participants must complete all four 

steps below:  

➢ Complete the NRL online learning modules (Required before registering for a workshop. This does not provide 

accreditation)  

➢ Register for a face - to- face workshop (Only available after completing the online modules)  

➢ Complete CPR and First Aid online learning modules (Accessed via the participant's course room after 

registering for a workshop)  

➢ Attend a face - to- face workshop  

Participants are not  accredited untill all four steps are completed  

 

How will this benifit  Sports Trainers?  

▪ Improves the quality and consistency of training  

▪ Reduces overall time commitment for volunteers  

▪ Supports a more streamlined course structure across League First Aid, Level 1 Sports Trainer, and Recognition 

of Prior Learning  

▪ Enhances the online learning experience  

▪ Reduces in -person CPR and First Aid training from six hours to three hours  

 

With the reduction in face -to-face training time, we are pleased to offer lower course registration fees for community 

volunteers:  

▪ Level 1 Sports Trainer - $160  

▪ Level 1 Sports Trainer RPL - $90 

▪ League First Aid - $80  

▪ League First Aid RPL - $30 

▪ Re -Accreditation - $60
